 Welsh Badger Cull plan: The fight continues

Pro-vaccination group, Pembrokeshire Against the Cull, (PAC) have confirmed their determination to continue to fight against the decision by the Welsh Assembly Government to slaughter badgers in North Pembrokeshire and parts of Carmarthenshire and Ceredigion and force entry onto private land to do so.

Celia Thomas chair of PAC said “We are determined to fight this flawed decision by all legal means possible” 

“We expect the Order to be challenged in the Senedd before the Order comes into force on 31st March 2011 and we will be contacting all Assembly Members, both pro and anti cull, to call on them to stop this Order being implemented before Assembly elections are held in May.”

“A new Welsh Assembly Government and Minister for Rural Affairs will be responsible for implementing this controversial and divisive order.  It is therefore appropriate that the new Assembly should make the decision if badger culling is to go ahead.”

“We will be coordinating with other animal welfare groups across Wales to make Badger Culling a significant issue in the Welsh Assembly Elections being held in May.

We will be contacting candidates across Wales asking for their views on Badger culling and will be posting responses on our website and share this information with other groups. We will work with other groups across Wales asking them to support Assembly members in favour of a genuinely science-led policy of vaccination, rather than slaughter, of badgers.

“In anticipation of a legal challenge we will be launching an appeal to raise funds to help pay for legal fees.  We expect this fund to grow significantly as supporters and the wider public become aware of the full implications of this flawed decision. “

“Our proposed Badger Vaccination Project (PACVAC), currently in the planning stage, will be developed with relevant professional input and the participation of the many landowners who do not support badger culling but are keen to engage in viable and sustainable solutions to Bovine tb.”
